New this year! Please register online through ChildCarePro®:

1. Select “Registration”
2. Select the child you are registering
3. Select the location you would like your child to attend
4. Select “View Details” for the camp you’re registering your child in
5. Select the session, then “Next”
6. Select your before & after camp care if needed (“Before Only”, “After Only”, or “Before and 
After”), select bus option if available, then “Next”
7. Select your bank account (this is the bank account we have on file with a signed PAD 
agreement), then “Register”
8. On the “Are you sure you want to register?” pop-up, select “Yes”
9. You’ll see a registration confirmation on the screen

Once you have successfully registered your child, you will receive a confirmation email. Please 
note – if the program is full, you will be automatically placed on a waitlist and contacted if space 
becomes available.
